What we do in our Clubs ...

We run a very popular Before and After School
Club, which caters for the children who attend Mill
Lodge Primary School. We work closely with our
school and find this to have a positive impact on
the children as we are able to maintain a level of
consistency between the settings.

During these sessions, children are allowed to
relax and have a break from the structure of
school. We do encourage daily activities, the
children take an active role in the weekly planning
of daily activities, working as a team to decide
what we will do. Children here are also
encouraged to create their own set of rules that
everyone is expected to follow, so that children
develop a sense of ownership and
belonging within the sefting.

We run a holiday club in all of the school holidays,
except for the Christmas period.
All children from 3-11 years of age are welcome
here. Our holiday club is ran from our Beechwood
Nursery building.

During these we usually do themed weeks, with
lots of fun activities included, and often (if ratios
allow), we take frips out of the setting, including
visits to the local parks and the cinema.
We also use the out-door space and school field
where possible.
